Located adjacent to the lobby, a 230-seat lecture hall offers couples a warm, dry space to use for
wedding ceremonies during cooler months or in case of inclement weather.

Private events may take place in the museum
during public or non-public hours, depending
on the nature, size, and location of the

event. Ceremony-only events on Saturdays
must conclude by 2:30 PM. Ceremony-and-
reception or reception-only events can start
after 4 PM. There is more flexibility for Friday
evenings and Sunday events. All events must
conclude by Il PM.

Events are not confirmed on the
museum’s calendar until MMoCA receives
two signed copies of the event contract and
a $500 deposit check.All food, beverage, and
other catering expenses are billed through
Fresco.
